2022-2023 President Alice F. Sims chose two 

organizations for this year’s state-

wide Community Service Project, 

Florida Alliance of Boys and Girls 

Clubs and Prodigy Cultural Arts 

Program. With Hurricane Ian hit-

ting Florida in October 2022, FCCD 

detoured from our chosen organi-

zations and held a statewide relief 

effort for victims of the hurricane, 

many of whom were members 

of FCCD and/or our co-workers. 

Through the efforts of our mem-

bers and partnering with the Flori-

da Department of Corrections and 

other agencies, approximately 

$12,500 in cash, gift cards, cloth-

ing, and supplies were donated 

throughout the State.

At the board meeting in February 

we partnered with the Florida Alli-

ance of Boys and Girls Clubs, an or-

ganization located in Tallahassee, 

which works to secure statewide 

funding and resources for local 

Boys and Girls Clubs throughout 

the State of Florida.  We collect-

ed $1,250 towards scholarships, 

with the amount being matched 

by The Florida Alliance, $100 Am-

azon gift card and approximately 

$370 worth of books and sporting 

equipment.  

FCCD will be partnering with the 

Prodigy Cultural Arts Program at 

our next board meeting, May 5-6.  

According to Mike Trepper, Prodigy 

Director, their biggest needs are

    At the 93rd Criminal Justice Training Institute, FCCD will be collecting for both The Prodigy 
Cultural Arts Program and The Florida Alliance of Boys and Girls Clubs.  A brief description of 
the agencies and their wish lists are noted below.

   The Prodigy Cultural Arts Program was established in 2000 to improve the economic, educa-
tional and social levels of the community through youth programs, adult education and resource 
assistance.  Prodigy uses visual and performing arts to reach over 2,000 youth annually and 
serves youth in 7 counties in Central Florida.  According to Prodigy Director, Mike Trepper, their 
biggest needs are art supplies which can be used at all of their facilities.  Their Tampa facility is 
upgrading their computer systems and are seeking iPads plus Apple pencils for drawing.

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Trauma-Based Intervention
Most people who are incarcerated 
in jails throughout the United States 
have experienced stressful traumat-
ic events in their lifetime. More than 
80% of incarcerated persons have ex-
perienced multiple traumatic events 
including, but not limited to, seeing 
somebody killed, being robbed with 
force, and being physically and/or sex-
ually abused as children. These rates 
are similar at the John E. Polk Correc-
tional Facility in Seminole County, Flor-
ida, where most of the incarcerated 
individuals have experienced multiple 
forms of trauma, and many have men-
tal health problems and substance use 
disorders as a result. 
  Thus, the Institute of Research and 
Development at the Florida State Uni-
versity College of Social Work (IJRD/
FSU) and the Seminole County Sher-
iff’s Office have teamed up to provide 
programming that helps people work 
on their reactions to stressful life expe-
riences before they are released from 
the facility and in the community after 
release too. The intervention is called 
Skills Training on Affective and Inter-
personal Regulation (STAIR).  STAIR 
is a 12-session intervention that helps 
people change their maladaptive 
thinking patterns, and helps individu-

als develop the ability to regulate their 
emotions and apply their new skills to 
improve their mental health and de-
crease problematic substance use.  This 
is very important for people who have 
experienced stressful traumatic events 
because there is a connection between 
trauma and both mental health prob-
lems and substance use disorders. We 
offer STAIR both as group sessions and 
individual sessions, depending on the 
needs of the individuals getting pro-
gramming. All STAIR sessions follow 
the same format: 1) providing educa-
tion about the effect of trauma on the 
targeted skill of each particular session, 
2) demonstrating that skill, and 3) prac-
ticing that skill. 
  In partnership with the Seminole 
County Sheriff’s Office, IJRD/FSU is 
researching how STAIR helps people 
releasing and released from the John. 
E. Polk Correctional Facility. Also, some 
participants get all 12 STAIR sessions in 
the correctional facility, and some get 
half of the sessions in the correctional 
facility and half of the sessions in the 
community after release.  This allows us 
to determine whether it is more helpful 
to provide all the sessions while they 
are incarcerated or whether it is more 
helpful to provide some of the sessions 

after they are released from the correc-
tional facility. 
   Thus far, we have found that STAIR 
programming helps participants have 
higher self-esteem, less impulsivity, and 
fewer PTSD symptoms. Also, fewer par-
ticipants have an anxiety disorder and a 
substance use disorder after complet-
ing STAIR programming. Participants 
discussed the benefit of acknowledging 
their experiences of trauma. One said, 
“Opening up and talking about some of 
the childhood traumas that I have been 
through and dealt with in life, and some 
of those childhood traumas are what 
resulted me being in jail. That I didn’t 
know or realize were the cause of why 
my life was the way it was.” Some partic-
ipants also talked about recognizing the 
importance of seeking additional sup-
port and talking about their problems. 
One participant said, “It’s important to 
talk through problems instead of dwell-
ing on problems. I have never been to 
counseling before. Once I got out, it 
made me realize that I did have issues 
and I do need more support.” 
IJRD/FSU and the Seminole Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Office continue to provide 
STAIR programming and will continue 
to study how it is helpful for people re-
leasing from prison.    

Walk a Mile in 
Her Shoes

On February 9, 2023, The Harbor House hosted “Walk a 
Mile in Her Shoes”.  This is a campaign to raise awareness 
about domestic violence in our communities. The donations 
collected by individuals and teams go towards the resources 
and services provided by Harbor House of Central 
Florida to support critical survivor programs and services.  
Members of FCCD Chapter 7 participated in the event by 
walking and raising funds. “The Leading Ladies”, raised 
$2,068 with only four team members and was one of the top 
three fundraising teams and OCCD raised $1,067. The event 
was a huge success for the community, together $18,500 was 
raised for victims and survivors.

End of Watch Memorial Ruck is a non-profit 
organization that has found a way to honor each 
individual Officer who gave the ultimate sacrifice, 
their life. A 1lb weight is created and wrapped with 
the fallen Officers photograph and brief biography. 

On September 30, 2022, the first group of athletes 
stepped off for this year’s ruck carrying 8 of the 633 
weights representing the 633 fallen law enforcement 
officers of 2021.  

The fallen Officer’s information is announced prior 
to the mile the weight is carried and is followed 
by one ring of the bell. Every half hour they will 
lay down those 
weights and pick 
up another 8. 

Participants 
rucked for 
different 
amounts of time, 
volunteering their 
time to honor the 
fallen in 4, 6, and 

8 hour shifts - some for 48 hours straight. A final 
memorial lap was held where all 633 pounds were 
divided between the participants. 

FCCD Chapter 6 members supported this year’s 
EOW Memorial Ruck by checking in participants, 
handing out goody bags, as active participants in 
the ruck itself and as members of the Santa Rosa 
Correctional Honor Guard.
